Feast of the Ascension of Our Lord Jesus Christ - Hampartzoom

The Feast of Holy Ascension marks the ascent of our Lord
Jesus Christ into heaven on the 40th day after His glorious Resur-
rection. The timing is clearly specified in the Acts of the Apostles,
where it is stated that Christ presented himself alive to the Apostles,
;’appearin to them during forty days and speaking of the kingdom of God”

Acts 1:3).

On the 40th day, after he finished speaking to the Apostles,
“as they were looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of
their sight.” (Acts 1:9). The Gospel according to Mark sums up the
same story as follows: “So then the Lord Jesus, after he had spoken to
them, was taken up into heaven, and sat down at the right hand of God”
(Mark 16: 19). The same account is also in the Gospel according to
Luke: “While he blessed them, he parted from them and was carried up into
heaven” (Luke 24:51). There are also several references to this event
in some of the other books of the New Testament.

This year the feast of the Ascension took place on Thursday,
May 17. The gospel passage of this feast day is referred to as the
“Great Commission” and is a charge to each of us to not only learn
about the faith and live it, but also teach others and spread the life-
giving gospel of Christ our God throughout the world.

Now the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain to which
Jesus had directed them. And when they saw him they worshipped him; but
some doubted. And Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in heaven



and on earth has been given to me. Go therefore and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you; and
lo, I am with you always, to the close of the age.
