On the Lord’s Prayer

may be able to do what God wills …

to bear patiently wrongs done to us. It requires that we live in peace 
with our brothers and sisters, loving God with our brothers and 
sisters, loving God with our whole heart, loving Him as our Father, 
fearing Him as our God.

 It means preferring nothing whatever to Christ, who preferred 
nothing to us…and that in the face of death we allow our patience 
to be our crown.

 This is what is entailed in being a co-heir with Christ. This 
is what it means to accomplish the commandment of God, to fulfill 
the will of the Father.
